Battery backup
Ensure that the battery backup is replaced yearly or after it is used in the event of a power 
outage. 

Ensure children are supervised
Children to be supervised when around the chair. Do not allow children to use hand control.

Be careful of the scissor mechanism
The chair uses a scissor mechanism to elevate the leg rest. Please ensure that no body parts, 
clothing, blankets, etc are near the scissor mechanism when operating.

Although the foam and fabric used on this lift chair is fire retardant to legally specified levels, 
caution to be taken to avoid fire hazards.

Electronics
Do not place the electrical components (cord, transformer, hand control) near hot surfaces.

Attaching the backrest to the base

	· Slide inside back receivers onto the steel mechanism posts in the base of the chair. Refer to 
Figure A.

	· Press both sides of the back firmly into place until the back automatically locks into place.

How to remove the backrest

	· To remove the back from the base, use a screwdriver pressing outward on the black tab in the 
metal receivers on both sides of the chair back and lift the back from the base of the chair.

	· Slide the metal inserts on the side wings into the metal sleeves on the side of the chair 
backrest.

Positioning of the Chair

	· Please ensure there is no obstruction behind or in front/ or above the chair for a safe recline 
and lift during operation. 

	· Once the chair is assembled as per assembly instruction, place the chair in a dry room, with 
sufficient space in front and behind it.

	· Make sure there is an allowance of more than 50 cm behind the chair and more than 30cm in 
front of the chair.

	· Place the chair on a flat and smooth floor. Do not place the chair on uneven floor.
	· As per safety instruction, the room must not be too hot (below 40°c) nor humid, nor dusty or 

it may cause mal-function and electric shock.

	· If any liquid is split on this chair cease use immediately, due to potential of electric

The warning label is attached to the hand control cord and power cord.
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Air Bladders9

The chair has an air bladder in the headrest, lumbar and seat to assist in pressure relief. The 
air bladders are not filled with air and need to be inflated to achieve optimal air pressure. It is 
recommended that the air pressure is checked weekly or as often as needed.

Setting up the air bladders
•	 Ensure the chair is set up in a seated 

position (i.e. leg rest down and back rest in 
an upright position).

•	 Use the hand pump to inflate the air 
bladder until it is slightly firm.

•	 Sit on the chair and slowly let air out by 
pressing the release valve until you feel you 
have immersed into the cushion. It should 
feel soft yet supportive and comfortable.

•	 If it begins to feel firm once again, you may 
have let too much air out and you are now 
seated on the foam underlay. You will need 
to start the set up process again.

Location of Castors
The front castors need to be installed on 
the rectangular brackets, located behind the 
footrest of the chair. The rear castors need to 
be installed on the triangular bracket, located 
at the back of the chair on the base of the 
mechanism.

The lift chair comes with 4 swivel castors (2 for front without brakes and 2 for rear with brakes) that 
can be installed if required. Each castor comes with a screw inserted with 2 nuts screwed on.

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Cleaning the chair
· Disconnect the chair’s power supply prior to cleaning.
· Regularly dust and wipe the chair with a clean, dry cloth.
· Clean the soiled area with mild soap and water, then immediately rinse the surface with fresh 

water and wipe dry with a clean cloth. Do not over wet the fabric.
· Do not wet the electrical and metal components of the chair. Wetting the electrical and metal 

parts may result in electric shock.
· Do not iron the fabric.

Visual inspection of the electrical components
Check the hand control, transformer and power cord regularly. In the event of wear and tear, 
cease use and replace immediately.

Function test of the chair
A thorough test of all chair functions is recommended every 3 months. Check every chair 
function to the maximum limit. If there is a malfunction contact authorized dealer.

The following information describes the materials used in the chair. Recycling and disposal 
should always be done through an authorized agent for disposal.

· Mechanism: steel

· Frame: wood covered by foam and fabric

· Hand control, power cord, control box and actuators: plastic and metal

· Packaging: cardboard box and plastic

Please follow the local government rules in regards to the proper disposal and recycle.

Note:
If the chair is used in a cold room, do not increase the room temperature abruptly. It is 
recommended that you increase temperature gradually to a normal level. In the event that 
the chair is stored in a cold place and is being brought into a warm place, it is advisable to 
use it one hour later. This is because its performance may not be at its optimum level as 
it may have dew on the mechanical parts. Trouble to the lift chair can occur when a cold 
machine is used in a warm room suddenly.

Royale Medical provides manufacturer’s warranty on the following parts of the lift chair.  

1. Electrics including transformer, hand control, motor, and all cables – 2 Years

2. Steel lift/recline mechanism – 2 Years

3. Timber frame (structural & workmanship) – 2 Years
